● An intensive program for English Learners
● A visual and performing arts elective program
● Foreign language instruction, including building towards dual language immersion in Spanish

● Lead up to 3, weekly intervention or enrichment sessions
● Work collaboratively with staff to support students in all areas of their school experience
● Provide supervision at assigned times

build a positive school culture

○ envisioning each student as college-bound
○ caring for the academic as well as social and emotional needs of each individual
○ In collaboration with classroom teachers: planning, conducting, and assessing lessons

that are dynamic and differentiated to meet the needs of all students
● Be a collaborative professional who believes in the transformative power of the school

community by:
○ contributing to the creation of an innovative school with a positive and authentic

school-wide culture
○ building close connections and relational trust with colleagues, supervisors,

scholars and families

Other Requirements

● CPR certification (infant to adult)
● Testing of tuberculosis (skin test or chest x-ray) is required upon employment and every

four years thereafter. Clearance from the Department of Justice (DOJ) and the Federal
Bureau of Investigation (FBI) is required upon employment.
